Go south on 900 E. Rd. about 1/4 mile and take the
first left, 902 E Rd.

Follow 902 E. Rd. toward the golf course, but watch for
the sign that says Off Leash Dog Park.

Turn left(east) at the sign that says Off Leash Dog Park.
Follow this road for about 1/4 mile.

On your left (north) you will see a beautiful grassy
hillside. That is Sesquicentennial Point.
