7] Speaker from Dollar General (25 minutes) Tyler Oliver - speaker.

Speaker Tyler Oliver develops stores for Dollar General. He describes the store as a small Wal-
Mart and no franchises, all corporate owned. Dollar General thinks we are unserved.

Site in question is in the parking lot south of the gas station at Haskel and19th St. They have
looked at this site for a number of years. The store will be 9100 sq foot, with access on the SW
entrance off of Haskel and also from 19th. Propose 31 parking spaces on three sides with walk
up traffic from the sidewalk and bus stop on Haskel. The building will be four sided block and
brick, all to code. (He showed the second print out that showed the exterior brick.) They will
have a 15 year lease signed with the center and will own the land. He thinks that this store will
be nicer, with landscaping, all four sides looking clean.

Park and ride will be moved to the NE of site. Large truck delivery will be on the SE side of the
building with regular doors, 30 minute unload time and will exit out on to Haskel between the
Dollar General and the gas station. Community-made bus benches on the west side of building
will stay, the curb will stay with some landscaping up front. There will be a monument sign in
the NW corner of their new property and the current shopping center sign will be moved.

The store is slated to make $1,200,000 year gross (?), which would equate to 20 cars per hour
after extrapolating the numbers. They will have 7 - 10 employees’ full time and have part time
jobs as well. The store hours would be “8 a.m. to 9 p.m. every day, however, store hours may vary by
location”, according to their website. However, Mr. Oliver thought it would be 7:00 p.m. closing on
weekdays and 9:00 p.m. closing on weekends.

A neighbor that came to the meeting is really concerned about the impact on traffic, (lives on
cult-de-sac on 19 St. She stated that she experiences a lot of traffic, and is hard for her to get out
and thinks there are traffic access issues. Also the bar is hard for the neighborhood.



Melinda stepped in to ask that Mr. Oliver address the traffic, the bus area, etc. in more depth.
Which he gave more information, as seen in the above information, as well as, stated it would be
more accessible to pedestrians. He was hopeful that this was one step to making the center more
energized, and will improve the area. He stated that, the owner of the shopping center was not
spending money on the center. Melinda asked about Historic Resources Review. Tyler said that it
is being reviewed by the city. They have made an application with the city. Some discussion
about the planning process was talked about. He said approval process with the city is fairly
normal.

The neighbor is still concerned. What times trucks came through were not available

and addressing the traffic concerns with trucks coming on K10 and then turning on to Haskell,
concerned that if 19th street goes all the way through in the future. General feeling still that there
is not any significant negative effect of this development. Neighbors are mostly okay with the
project. It was discussed that possibly the east side of property could become an apartment, in
future.

group. The timeframe on the project was; close on the land April 1, 2016, open sometime
in the summer of 2016. Working hours of construction was thought to be 7 a.m. to 4p.m.
or 5 p.m.

'] Update on Interpretive Signage Project, by Lane Eisenbart

Working with Henry Fortunado, wanted to hire someone who had knowledge of people. Lane
Eisenbart is an independent contractor community liaison, promoting the events. She may be
able to help with some programing. She had a handout and a summary of the project.

The project is interpretive signage, Hike through History. Henry is a walker, likes to read about
happenings such as, the Oregon Trail crossing, Quantril raid, William Burroughs, POW camp,
Haskell Mansion, and hopes to have 6-10 events for Burroughs Creek trail. Their goal is making
info concise for the panels. They have run into resistance from the city and will become more of
a mobile display. He will create panels, first at the library, then at the East Lawrence Rec
Center, possibly a few other places. The cultural district would be included. Branding is possible
issue.

Objective is to collect the space specific history, to share and preserve it; and to encourage more
people to use the trail. A sample panel will be on display in the Library in March and will tie in
with the summer reading program. She wants to collect some local, personal history related to
the trail. Stuff she is utterly unaware of, related to the trail.

Comment - add the railroad, first railroad out of here going south, per Ron B. and should include
something about the rail to trail project. There was mention of a fair, which happened right off
the trail, book Not Without Laughter, by Langston Hughes. Melissa F suggested she reach out to
the Senior Center to get local senior stories about the trail and area.



'] Update on Downtown Grocery Project, by Melinda

Melinda - sent a summary to the board members, and the summary from the city. States,
that there is still a lot of work that needs to be done. David Crawford (running the show),
reached out to the adjacent neighborhoods for support and wants to work with the city to
see how they could help. Perhaps some infrastructures help. Mayor Mike Amyx has been
involved, very supportive. Price Chopper may be looking at the location where Barns and
Noble used to be. Checkers refused the project. Hopeful people took the survey.

'l Budget/Newsletter Plans and update on CDGB, by Emily

Emily - makes a proposal. Other neighborhoods are mailing out postcards. It costs 30
cents bulk mailing, Every-door direct delivery. Have to do one carrier’s route, we have
three routes. 18 cents. Other neighborhoods use this to promote events. CDBG, not
required. Can squeeze in three newsletters, possibly. The year starts in August 2016.

We are not able to do another newsletter. We have sent out two this fiscal year. There is
only $271 left. Coordinator stated she could shave off hours to help. She is doing 30
hours a month right now and projects 15 hours in June and July. We have added revenue
from newsletters already sent. Proposal is to do one more newsletter, late March, early
April. Future suggestion, 3 newsletters next year is probable.

Postcard cost - mailing the most expensive, does not make sense, $303 postage to mail
anything for our 1012 addresses. 6 page newsletter $847.99 total and 8 page is $878.43
thought worth using the 8 page, sell more advertisements.

Our address list comes from the energy bill; need to reach out to printer to get the
addresses. We can get from the utility companies a list better than from the city listing.
$100 to request the mailing list, but will be time consuming. Emily did the numbers and
thinks we can financially do one more.

We have 99 people on the email list and should try to promote more.

Agenda: Melissa distributed an agenda,. We approved the agenda.
Introductions: Melissa asked everyone in the room to introduce themselves.

Minutes of prior meetings: Because there had been no motion at the February meeting to
approve the December 2015 minutes, Michael presented them here. He also presented the
February 2016 minutes which have been posted on the website for a couple weeks.
Action taken: Moved by Emily and seconded by Jenna to approve both minutes.
Passed, with Andrea abstaining.

Treasurer’s report: Jenna presented the report. As of 29 February 2016: $41 in petty cash;
$1733.04 in checking account. $1774.04 total revenues. Also, BCNA dues are due in January.
Action taken: Moved by Andrea, seconded by Ron, to approve the report. Passed

unanimously.

Guest speaker: Rebecca Buford, Tennants To Homeowners

Rebecca is the Executive Director of Tennants To Homeowners (TTHO), an organization that
builds energy efficient, affordable, workforce housing in Lawrence. They operate as a
community land trust that holds the real property (land) in trust, and sells the house to the
purchaser. This helps make the house affordable because the purchaser is not buying the land.

TTHO built a number of homes along Bullene Ave. and nearby, and are now in the process of
building three more on 50 foot lots at the corner of Bullene Ave. and La Salle St. The
previous house on the lots was blighted and foreclosed, but the previous owner died without
heirs. So TTHO had to use the Owners Comprehensive Home Loan Program to legally get a
clear title. One of the three houses will be their first in cooperation with Habitat for Humanity.
TTHO will steward the new owner long term about land trust and affordability issues, because
Habitat typically builds homes and then cuts the buyer loose on their own.

Our BCNA members had some suggestions for Rebecca, and she was very receptive. We
suggested the garages not be the prominent feature, and that covered porches be the main
feature. Front porches are important to new urbanism, facilitate more neighbor-neighbor



interaction, and provide “eyes on the street” safety. Rebecca said one of their architects, Mike
Myers, hates full frontal garages. We also suggested basements for added value and long term
storage, but Rebecca said that adds about $20,000 to the cost. They already have an additional
$10,000 for energy efficiency and garages, and a garage can be partially for long term storage.
She'll keep us updated as the project progresses.

Lawrence Association of Neighborhoods report: Melinda gave a brief report on Kansas
Legislative Bill #633 that would compromise home rule by blocking local ordinances for
inclusionary zoning (mixed income housing). Melinda had alerted the City Commission on
this, because Scott McCullough, the Planning Director, had not, even though he knew about it.
His rationale for withholding the information was that, in his opinion, Lawrence won't use this
zoning as a tool to achieve affordable housing. Andrea pointed out that this may be another
case of Scott being ethically challenged.

Bus route changes:

Melinda also gave a brief report on her efforts to get improved bus service through Brook
Creek Neighborhood. The current proposal has Route #1 as a back-and-forth route. It will go
from downtown along 11th, Haskell, 19th, Harper, 23rd, O'Connell, and Venture Park, to
Greenway Circle, and back.

The transit system is funded by the 2007 ten-year sales tax, so the upcoming 2017 public vote
on renewing the sales tax is critical. It currently pays for transit, sidewalks, bicycle paths, and
general infrastructure. It's important that the new tax referendum include all those as well.

Earth Day creek & park clean up:
The clean up of Brook Creek and Burroughs Creek Parks will be on 16 April 2016 so we can
make use of the K.U. Big Event volunteers. It will be from 10:00am — 2:00pm, starting at the
Brook Creek Park gazebo. We also are cooperating with East Lawrence Neighborhood
Association for this. ELNA will provide morning coffee and bagels, and BCNA will provide
sandwiches and veggies for lunch for and estimated 30 people. We need gloves and trash
bags, which supposedly Rena has. We also need bottled water.
Anticipated Action: Emily will approach Mr. Goodcents Subs for sandwich donations.
Anticipated Action: Michael will approach HyVee on Clinton Prkw. for donation of
veggie and fruit platters.
Anticipated Action: Emily will contact Rena and Danni at Community Development
Anticipated Action: Emily will look into getting bottled water donated.

Newsletter:
Andrea is preparing the March-April newsletter. She wants to include short biographies of the
new Board members.

Brook Creek stormwater improvements:
Michael said that Cash Hyatt at 1209 E. 13th St. has expressed interest in having the City
Stormwater Division line the bottom of Brook Creek with rip-rap rocks to reduce the standing
water where mosquitos breed and children could fall in. We weren't sure of the implications
for the creek health by doing this. Michael said that his only concern was that the Stormwater
Engineer has plans to widen and naturalize Brook Creek like they did to Burroughs Creek, and
rip-rap may be counterproductive and a waste of money. We have wanted this naturalization
for about ten years now. We decided that before taking a position on the rip-rap, we should
get the opinion of the Stormwater Engineer, Matt Bond.

Anticipated Action: Michael will investigate Mr. Bond's plans for Brook Creek

improvements, and the pending Capital Improvement Plan projects.

Anticipated Action: Emily will ask Mr. Bond to speak at our September meeting.

May neighborhood yard sale
The neighborhood-wide yard sale will be Saturday, 21 May, from 7:00am to about 2:00pm,
though anyone can keep selling after that. We noted that regardless of when we post a start
time, early callers will invariably show up at 6:30am, so be ready!

Action taken: Moved by Emily, seconded by Ron, to approve the report. Passed
unanimously.

Guest speaker: Mark Hecker, Lawrence Parks & Recreation

Mark was here by invitation to discuss the letter we had sent to Parks & Rec concerning a
number of our neighborhood goals. He first of all mentioned to us that P&R 1is in the process
of revising the Parks Master Plan. Some parks have plans, and some don't. A Master Plan
Steering Committee will meet for the next six months with a goal of completing the Plan by
October this year. He suggested we send a rep to the stakeholder meetings, and attend the
Steering Committee meetings.

We thanked Mark for telling us about that Plan, but reminded him of the letter we had sent,
and provided him with a copy. We then had a group discussion. The issues we covered were:

Brook Creek Woods Plan: Mark said he recalled the problem a few years ago when Mitch
began cutting a running trail through the woods, and we complained because we hadn't been
informed. We had stated for years that we want the woods to be a wilderness park, with no
improved trails, lights, park benches, or anything like that. We said that as a result of that trail
intrusion, we want a written agreement and plan that requires the woods be a wilderness park,
and that the City must comply with. It should be similar to the Burroughs Creek Corridor Plan
which is formally a part of the Lawrence Comprehensive Plan. Mark said he was fine with
that, and we can meet with Rowan to work out the particulars. We can draft ideas, run it by
the Advisory Board, and bring it back to BCNA.

Anticipated Action: Melissa will schedule a meeting of our Officers to work up our

wilderness park principles and goals in anticipation of meeting with Rowan Green.




Improved Brook Creek Park landscaping: Some years back the 13™ Street frontage to Brook
Creek Park had nice landscaping of flowers, ornamental grasses, flowering shrubs and trees.
Now there's just a couple scrawny trees. We'd like the overall park landscaping improved.
Mark said it was a maintenance cost issue, because the City Commission is putting them in
charge of more and more areas each year, like the new East 31* St., Memorial Cemetery, any
new traffic circles they build, and more. Mark wants improvements in other parks too, like
more parking and playgrounds.

Re-shape the Burroughs Creek Park where the trail adjoins the Public Works yard: We asked
if the fence of the Public Works yard could be moved north so the unused triangle of land
could become available for park use. Mark didn't object, saying it would have to be signed off
by Public Works, and they would require P&R to pay for it. Another budget issue.

A dog park on the east side of town: Mark said Lawrence has two dog parks, and needs four.
They are already looking at six sites with two on the east side, possibly in Edgewood Park.
We suggested also the acre behind Struct/Restruct. This will be looked at in the Master Plan.

Invasive species removal: Andrea described that the Brook Creek Woods and other areas of
the neighborhood are infested by Amur Honeysuckle, Euonymus, garlic mustard, and more.
Mark noted that Michael Almon had proposed in the 2015 City budget that they spend $1
million to eradicate Amur Honeysuckle, but the Commission didn't have the money. We
pointed out that we don't want wholesale, ongoing herbicide use, but a one time use to kill the
invasives would allow for planting and seeding native species.

Burroughs Creek Trail extension NE of Struct/Restruct to the River: This was negotiated
when Bo Killough rezoned the property from junkyard use to Open Space zoning, and was
one of the carrots to get BCNA to agree to the Struct/Restruct Industrial zoning. Now the City
has abandoned the trail idea, but we want it revived. Mark didn't have much to say about that,
and focused instead on the grant to extend the Trail north to City Hall. He said KDOT is
supposed to announce the grant awards in April.

Brook Creek naturalization like Burroughs Creek: We have submitted a CIP request through
the Stormwater Engineer's office, but it would be of some concern to P&R because it goes
through the park. Mark thinks P&R is a spectator on this one.

Splash Park: This is one of Mark's pet projects, and it could be considered in the Parks Master
Plan. We pointed out that the Burroughs Creek Corridor Plan calls for it to be at the old
Capitol Concrete (Morton Block) site just north of 15" St play equipment. Mark said that old
building is being used for police evidence storage, which we noted violates the City agreement
for that building. But it's in the East Lawrence Neighborhood, so not directly our concern.

Bocce ball court: Mark said that would be an easy one, and that they were already considering
one somewhere. We suggested a few places like the old Sale Barn site or Parnell Park at 15"
St. and Oregon St.

Other parks in Brook Creek Neighborhood: Mark said he would like to work with BCNA on
improvement plans for other park areas in our neighborhood. For example, he wants to
expand the parking at the East Lawrence Community Center. This and some of the ideas we
just mentioned could be covered by the new Parks Master Plan. We stressed that the Master




Plan could be a good venue, but that a wilderness park conservation plan for the Brook Creek
Woods should be a separate document just like the Burroughs Creek Corridor Plan, which is
formally a part of the Lawrence Comprehensive Plan.
Anticipated Action: Melissa will send a letter in support of a dog park, a splash park,
and the Community Center parking expansion to the Parks Master Plan Steering
Committee.

City Capital Improvement Project (CIP) proposals:
Byron had submitted a CIP form and letter over Melissa's signature in support of the
Stormwater Engineer, Matt Bond's, proposal for a new bridge and creek culverts under 13™ St.
We noted that such a bridge would have ample room for pedestrians, so a second foot bridge
would not be necessary across the creek. Michael has submitted a CIP form and letter that he
had written, and run by everyone by e-mail, in opposition to the 19™ St. connection to
O'Connel Rd. and Venture Business Park. He is setting up appointments with each of the City
Commissioners to explain our position in advance of the City budget hearings.
Anticipated Action: Michael will meet with as many Commissioners as possible, and
report back in May.

Dollar General update:
Melinda was ill and unable to make her report.

Burroughs Creek Trail interpretive sign update:

Lane Eisenbart was here as Community Laison to neighborhoods for the Burroughs Creek
Trail interpretive sign project. She is working with Henry Fortunato, who told us about his
project at our October 2015 meeting. Freedom Frontier has granted them $4500 for the
introductory phase. They have scholars who are writing text for each of the signs based on
research by Angela Murphy in 2014 at the Hall Center for the Humanities. There will be a
Lawrence Library presentation by Henry on 16 June, and a walk along the trail on 18 June.

Earth Day creek & park clean up:
The clean up of Brook Creek and Burroughs Creek Parks will be on 16 April from 10:00am —
2:00pm, starting at the Brook Creek Park gazebo. We are cooperating with East Lawrence
Neighborhood Association for this. ELNA will provide morning coffee and bagels, and
BCNA will provide sandwiches and veggies for lunch for and estimated 30 people. HyVee
has declined our request for veggie and fruit plates. Dillons hasn't responded yet. Mr.
Goodcents is donating water, chips, and cookies. Parks & Rec is providing rubber gloves and
trash bags.
Anticipated Action: Emily will ask Jimmy Johns on 23" St. for sandwich donations.
Anticipated Action: Michael will ask Jimmy Johns on Massachusetts St. for sandwich
donations. The night manager is a young man who grew up in Brook Creek.
